We are writing to inform you that Manchester Elementary School has been identified as in need of improvement. School Improvement means your school did not meet Ohio’s goals in reading, mathematics or attendance for two years in a row or more. The students at Manchester Elementary School did not meet Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) in Mathematics on the Ohio Achievement Assessment.
Once a school is in improvement status, parents are given a choice. Your child can attend a similar school that is NOT in need of improvement and the district will provide transportation.  You have the following choice of schools: North Adams Elementary School, Peebles Elementary School, or Portsmouth West Elementary School.  

The ‘Public School Choice’ option may be limited.  Complete the attached form by August 16, 2011 to let us know which school you would like your child to attend.
If you decide to keep your child in the same school, simply have your child report to that school on the opening day.  Our local report found at http://ilrc.ode.state.oh.us/ shows how well Manchester Elementary School did when compared with other schools.
To move our school out of School Improvement status, we have looked at our data and developed a plan to help us achieve higher levels of student performance. Our plan includes offering professional development, researching new reform models, visiting high achieving schools to get ideas, develop more family and civic engagement with our school, and continue to build on our tiered intervention plan to help improve this area.
